* Illustration: When you first put together a sound system in your home or in your car there is a calibration process that you have to go through to establish the sound your system is going to encounter, the space that the sound coming from the speakers is going to be bouncing around, and sometimes it may even ask for the type of sound that you will play most often from the system through the speakers. 


* Key Thought: Although Biblical principles will influence lost people to safety, to peace, or other things we will talk about throughout this series, a life calibrated to Christ will find greater effect of recalibration than for the lost. So a life reborn in Christ is the one that is properly calibrated to begin with. 

1 Kings 17:1, “And Elijah the Tishbite, who was of the inhabitants of Gilead, said unto Ahab, As the LORD God of Israel liveth, before whom I stand, there shall not be dew nor rain these years, but according to my word.”
